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Basic Interactive Kyrgyz Language Lessons

This course is based on such communicative functions as “informal and formal
greetings”, “telling about oneself’, “expressing understanding”, “expressing
likes/dislikes”, “expressing one’s opinion”, “asking for permission”, and “stating whether

something is right or wrong.”

While you are listening, the speaker is going to ask you to repeat the words, to reply to
the questions, and to ask questions.

Let’s start with Kyrgyz. (Note: the Alphabet and other phrases are included in this
document at the end of these lessons. They are not covered, however, in the audio
tracks.)

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Lesson 1: Informal Greeting

An informal way of greeting among young people is Ca-nam! Ca-nam!
Which means “Hi!” Try to say it after the speaker.

a) Speaker: - Canam! b) Speaker: - Canam!

Listen to how two friends greet.

a) — Canam! b) — Canam AcaH!
- Canam! - Canam Anwa!

You probably guessed the speakers’ names. A-can and An-wa are common Kyrgyz
names. A-caH is a boy’s name and Ai-wa is a girl's name.

Let’s practice.
AcaH and Anwa are going to greet you in turns. Listen and greet them.

a) AcaH: - Canam XoH! b) Anwa: - Canam XoH!
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Now, you greet first.

a) Greet AcaH b) Greet Anwa.

AcaH: - Canam XoH! Awnwa: - Canam XoH!

After Canam people usually say KangancbiH?
Which means “how are you?”

KanpancbiH? KaH-pan-cbiH? KaH-pan-cbiH?

Try to say it after the speaker.
a) Speaker: - KaHpaucbiH? b) Speaker: - KanpancbiH?

The usual reply is: Xakuwbl. Xak-wWwbl. Xak-wbl
Which means “good”

Sometimes the reply is xakwbl, paxmaT Xak-wWbl, pax-maTt
XakK-wWbl, pax-mar.
Which means “good, thank you.”

Repeat these words after the speaker.

a) Speaker: - xaKLibl b) Speaker: - xakwbl, paxmar.

Listen to how AcaH, and Anwa say these questions and then answer.
AcaH: - KangancbiH Anwa? Anuwa: - KangancbiH AcaH?
Anwa: - XakLbl. AcaH: - Xakwbl, paxmar.

Let’s practice.

AcaH and Anwa are going to ask you.

Reply to them.

AcaH: - KangauncbiH XKoH? Anuwa: - KangancbiH XKoH?

Now, you ask them.
Ask AcaH. Ask Anwa.

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Now, let’s review the greeting from the beginning. Listen to how Acan and Anwa greet
each other.

Now greet with AcaH. Reply to him. Now, greet with Anwa. You start.

Lesson 2: Formal Greeting

The formal way of greeting is Ca-na-maT-Cbi3-0b1? Ca-na-mar-cbi3-0bl1?
Which means “good morning” or “good day” or “good evening”. It can be used any time
of the day for greetings with elderly people, both male and female.

Try to say it after the speaker. Speaker: Ca-na-mart-cbi3-0bI1?
........................ ?
Speaker: Ca-na-mart-cbi3-0bl1?
........................ ?
The reply is the same Ca-na-mart-cbi3-6b1?

This is the polite greeting between two unfamiliar people.

Listen to how these people greet each other.
Speaker: Ca-na-mar-cbi3-6bi1?
Speaker: Ca-na-mart-Cbi3-0b17?

But between a young person and an elderly man or woman on the street the, the reply
is Ca-na-mat-ybl-fnbIK

In this case a young person usually starts the greeting and the elderly person replies.

Listen to how a young man greets an elderly man:

Young man: Ca-na-mart-Ccbi3-0bl1?

Elderly man: Ca-na-mart-4bl-nbIK
A young man greets an elderly woman.

Young man Ca-na-maTt-Ccbi3-6b17?

Elderly woman Ca-na-mart-4bl-nbIK

Try to say the reply after the speaker.
Speaker 1: Ca-na-maT-4bl-nbIK
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Speaker 2: Ca-na-maT-ubl-NnblK

Let’s practice. AcaH and Anwa are going to formally greet you.
Listen and greet them in turn.
AcaH: Ca-na-mart-cbi3-0bl1?
Anuwa: Ca-na-mart-cbi3-6b17?
Now, you greet first. a) Greet AcaH: b) Greet Anwa:

You met an elderly man on the street. Greet him and listen to the reply

CanamaTtybinbIK

Like in informal greeting, to continue the conversation we say “kangancbi3?” Pay

attention to the formal ending “cbI3” which differentiates this word from an informal one.

Kanpancbi3? Kanpancbi3? How are you?
The reply is the same. Xakwbl, paxmaTt. Xakwbl, paxmar

Let’s review the formal greeting from the beginning. Listen to how Aiwa greets with an

elderly man.
Anuwa: CanamaTtcbI3bbi?
Elderly man: CanamaTybInbIK
Anuwa: Kanpancbis?
Elderly man: Xakwbl, paxmar.

Now, you are going to greet an elderly woman in the same way. You start greeting.

?

Elderly woman: CanamaTybinbIK
....................... ?

Elderly woman: XXakwbl, paxmart

Now, you are going to greet an elderly man. After greeting, introduce yourself. Greet
first.

Elderly man: CanamaTybInbIK
................... ?
Elderly man: Xakuwbl, paxmart

Good job! You are really making good progress.
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Lesson 3: Telling about Oneself

To introduce yourself, you can say “MeHuH aTbim XKoH” “My name is John” *
atbiM Aumn”“ My name is Amy.”
“‘Me-HuUH a-TbiM XKoH” ‘Me-HUH a-TbiM dNMH”
Say it after the speaker. First slowly then faster.
Speaker:
a) -MeHuH aTbiMm Anwa MeHuH aTbiMm Anwa
b) MeHuH aTbiMm AcaH MeHuH aTbiMm AcaH
Now, say your name in Kyrgyz
To ask someone’s name, you must say “CM3AMH aTbiHbI3 KUM?’
Cu3guH aTbiHbI3 KUM?
Try to say it after the speaker.
Speaker: -Cu3guH aTbiHbI3 KUM?  Speaker: -Cu3auH aTbliHbI3 KUM?

Asan is going to ask your name. Respond to him.
AcaH: Cun3guH aTbiHbI3 KUM?

Anwa is going to ask your name. Respond to her.
Anuwa: Cu3auH aTbiHbI3 KUM?

- ?

Mapar: - MeHuH aTbiM Mapar.

You meet a girl. Ask her name.
- ?

AntbiHan: - MeHuH aTbiM ARTbIHaW.

You meet another Kyrgyz boy on the street. Ask his name and tell him yours.
- ?

Boy. - MeHuUH aTbIM AKbIn.
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To tell about yourself, for example “| am a Volunteer,” you should say,
MeH BONOHTEPMYH MeH BO-NOH-TéEp-MYH MeH BO-NOH-TEP-MYH

Try to say it after the speaker.
Speaker: MeH BONOHTEPMYH Speaker: MeH BONOHTEPMYH

Listen to how Amy says the phrase.
Amy: MeH BOJNOHTEPMYH MeH BONOHTEPMYH

To say, “l am from America” you should say, MeH AMepukagaH kengum
MeH Amepuka-gaH Ken-gum MeH Amepuka-gaH Ken-gum

Try to say it after the speaker.
Speaker: MeH AMepukagaH kengum. Speaker: MeH AMepuKkagaH Kengum

Listen to how Amy says the phrase and try to repeat after her.
Amy: MeH AMepuKkagaH Kengum MeH AmepukagaH kengum

Amy is going to tell about herself. Listen.
Amy: Canam! MeHuH aTbiMm dnmMmun
MeH BONOHTEPMYH
MeH AmepukagaH kengum

Now tell about yourself.

To ask “Where do you come from?” say, Cu3 kanpaH kengmHmus?
Cu3 kangaH KenaumHus?

Try to say it after the speaker.
Speaker: Cu3 kanpaH kengnHus? Speaker: Cun3 kangaH KenguHus?

Let’s practice. Listen to how Peace Corps Volunteer Amy replies to Asan’s question.

AcaH: Cu3 KangaH kenguHns?
Amy: MeH AmepukagaH kenaum. MeH BONOHTEPMYH.

AcaH is going to ask you. Reply to him
AcaH: Cn3 KanpaH KenguHus?

Anwa is going to ask you. Reply to her.
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Let’s review everything we have learned so far.

Listen to a talk between Amy and AcaH.

Anuwa is going to talk to you. Reply to her questions and ask her.

Anuwa: Canamartcbi3bb1?

Anuwa: Mel-wu-l aTbIM Aﬁl.ua. Cun3 kangaH KenauHus?

Lesson 4: Expressing Understanding/Misunderstanding

When you have misheard someone or you misunderstand something, you can say,
Ke-un-pe-cn3 Ty-lUyH-reH XXoK-MyH Ke-un-pe-cn3 Ty-LUyH-reH XXOK-MyH
Which means, “Excuse me, | didn’t understand.”

Try to say this phrase after the speaker.
Speaker: Keunpecus TyLWYHIroH XXOKMYyH
Speaker: Keumpecus TyLWYHroH XXOKMYyH

Listen to how Amy uses this phrase in her conversation with a person.

Amy: CanamatcbI36b1?

AKbIn: CanamatybinbIk!

Amy: MeHuH aTbiM Amy

AKbIn: MeHuH aTbIiM AKbIn

Amy: Cu3 kampaH kenauHus?

AKbin: MeH Oyn xepaeH aMeCcMUH Oaluka XakTaH Kengum.
Amy: Keuupecuns, TYLWYHIrOH XXOKMYH.
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Like Amy, you have not understood what Akbin has said. He said that he was not local,
he comes from another place.

Try to reply to Anwa while talking to her. If you misunderstand something, say the
phrase “Excuse me, | didn’t understand you.”

Anuwa: CanamarcbI36bI?
I
Anuwa: k“a.l-l;c.l,;ﬁCbB?
Anuwa: Cusp,MHaTbu-l,bls KUM?
Anwa: Mel-wu-l aTbIM A.ﬁu.la. Cu3s Kbiprbizya cynnemncysoy?

By the use of voice fluctuation, you might have guessed that it was a question. She was
asking, “Do you speak Kyrgyz?” Cus Kbiprbi3ya cynnemncy3oy? Cus Kbiprbisuya
cynnemncysoy?

Try to say it after the speaker.

Speaker: Cwu3s Kblprbi3ya cynnencysoy?
Speaker: Cwu3s Kblprbi3ya cynnencysoy?

Another word to express misunderstanding is kantananbi3, which means, “repeat
please”
Kan-Ta-na-Hbi3 Kan-Ta-na-Hbi3

Try to say it after the speaker.
Speaker: Kau-Ta-na-Hbi3 Speaker: Kau-Ta-na-Hbi3

You can also say, }an-bl-paak Cyn-ne-Hy3-4y Xau-bl-paaK Cyn-ne-Hys-qy
Xanblpaak cyuneHy3dy which means “speak slowly, please.”

Try to say this phrase after the speaker.
Speaker: XXan-bl-paak Cyn-ne-Hy3-4y
Speaker: XXaun-bl-paak Cyn-ne-Hys3-uy

To express your understanding you can say, TywyHAaym, which is “I understood”
TY-WYH-AYM TY-WYH-AYM

Say it after the speaker.

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Lesson 5. Expressing Likes and Dislikes

Probably, the first thing you will like about Kyrgyzstan is the mountains.
To say ‘I like mountains” is Mara Toonop xarart Mara Toonop xarart

Try to say the phrase after the speaker.
Speaker: Mara Toonop xarart Mara Toonop xarart

Michael is going to tell you about himself and his feelings about the mountains.
Michael: MeHuH aTbiM Mankn.

To talk about something you like, use Mara xarart phrase and put nouns
between them.

Listen to the speaker and repeat.

You have probably guessed the names of some sport games. Many of them became
international words and sound almost the same.

Now, tell about yourself and your interests.

To say “l don't like” you should say, Mara xaknant. Mara xxaknauTt

Try to say it after the speaker.
Speaker: Mara xaknaut Mara xaknaut

Listen to how Michael says that he doesn’t like meat, vodka and coffee, and try to
repeat after him.

Michael: Mara aT xxaknaut Mara apak xxaknauT Mara kodcpe xaknaur.

To ask another person say, Cusre xarabbi? Cua3re xarabbi?

Try to say it after the speaker.
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Speaker: Cuare xarabbi? Cuare xarabbi?

Michael is going to ask you. Reply to him.
Michael Cuare Toonop xarabbi? Michael:Cusre kocpe xarabbi?

Some more phrases to express likes and dislikes:

All the three forms (statement, question and negation) can be used without 6yn

To express your opinion say, MeH onnoum which is “I think” or “I guess”
